
NOMENCLATURE Extra credit assignment (not required) for 10 extra quiz points. 5 points for doing the exercise and 5 points for writing the correct formulas. 
Find 5 inorganic compounds (not water or salt) and 5 organic compounds listed as “ingredients” in your household products.

For inorganic compounts write the chemical names listed as ingredients in products like cereals, vitamins, various soaps, spices, baking powder, baking soda, etc. that you recognize from class. For organic compounds write the names listed as ingredients in products like hand lotion, shampoo, soaps, prepared foods, cereal, etc. that you recognize from class. Get as many names out of one product as possible, but write only one chemical name per row. It may be possible to get 5 inorganic and 5 organic chemicals out of one product.
Write your list of 10 chemical names by filling in the following table. Leave the last column “Chemical Formula” empty for the moment.
Return this to me with the first two columns filled out to review. Then write the chemical structures.
