
NOMENCLATURE Extra credit assignment (not required) for 6 extra quiz points. 3 points for doing the exercise and 3 points for writing the correct formulas.
Look up the organic chemical names listed as “ingredients” in commercial products around your house. Products like hand lotion, shampoo, soaps, prepared foods, cereal, etc. contain organic compounds you will recognize. Get as many names out of one product as possible, but list only one chemical name per row. It may be possible to get 6 organic chemicals out of one product.
Make a list of 6 names by filling in the following table. Leave the last column “Chemical Formula” empty for the moment.
