Math 102:  Elementary Algebra Part I (first half of Math 102, Elementary Algebra)

Prerequisite:  Math 320 (pre-algebra) with a grade of C or better or equivalent.

Course Description:  Math 107 is a three-unit course that covers topics from the first half of Math 102, Elementary Algebra.  Some of the topics that are included in this course are the real number system and properties, sets, solving and graphing linear equations, polynomials, and exponents.

A student must take both Math 107 and Math 108 to have the equivalency of Math 102.  The official course outline can be found on the Solano website at http://www.solano.edu/webcms/index.asp
Course Materials:  Scientific calculators will be used in this class.  The TI- 30X IIS or TI- 30X IIB is the recommended calculator.  Graph paper will also be used for graphing.

Academic Regulations:  Students are expected to attend and participate in class regularly.  It is the student’s responsibility to drop; however a student may be dropped by the instructor for poor attendance (more than 3 days) or lack of participation (for example, missing three quizzes or homework assignments and/or an exam without agreement of the instructor).
