Course Description:  Math 31, the continuation of Math 30, is a 3 unit course in analytical geometry and differential calculus of a single variable for students majoring in business, biological, and social sciences.  Topics include antiderivatives and integration (concepts, computations and applications), functions of several variables, separable and first order differential equations, sequences and series 
Course Materials:  A scientific calculator is required for this class.  A graphing calculator such as the TI 83 or TI 86 is highly recommended.

Academic Regulations:  Students are expected to attend and participate in class regularly.  It is the student’s responsibility to drop; however a student may be dropped by the instructor for poor attendance and participation.  (Poor attendance for this class is defined as missing more than TWO classes.)  Drops after the October 29th  withdrawal deadline will be approved only with student verification of extenuating circumstances.  

Grading:  There will be at least 12 quizzes, 3 exams and a final exam.  There will also be a homework grade and a Math Activities Center (MAC) grade.  

· Quizzes will be worth 10 points each.  The best 10 scores will be counted in the grade.  For this reason, no make-up quizzes will be given for any reason.  The quizzes will be given at the beginning of class, usually on Tuesdays, and last about fifteen minutes.  

· The three exams will be worth 100 points each.  Plan to take every exam as scheduled.  A make-up exam will be given only with good reason and when arrangements have been made BEFORE the exam is returned to the class.  See the attached schedule for dates of exams.  

· The homework grade will be worth 100 points and is explained in the notes on the reverse.

· Work in the MAC will be worth 50 points and is also explained in the notes.

· Class participation will count 20 points and is also explained in the notes. 
· The final exam will be worth 180 points.  Roughly 120 points of the final exam will cover topics from Exams 1 - 4 and 60 points will cover topics after Exam 4.

HOMEWORK – MATH IS NOT A SPECTATOR SPORT!  You are expected to read the text and do the homework.  If you work with other students on the homework assignments, make sure each of you writes your own explanations and understands the solutions.


Two kinds of homework will be assigned – exercises from the text and exercises on worksheets.  Solutions to selected problems from the text will be discussed at the beginning of each class, but the problems will not be collected or graded.  The homework worksheets will be due once a week and will be graded.  The homework grade will be determined at the end of the semester by assigning 100 points to the student with the highest score and scaling the rest of the class appropriately.


Unless otherwise informed, homework will be due at the beginning of class.  If you are late to class, your homework will be late.  Homework not turned in at the beginning of class, but turned in before 9:00 a.m. on the following day, will be graded at 80% value.

MAC  Each student is required to spend an average of one hour a week working in the Math Activities Center (Room 1525).  If you complete 16 hours or more, you will receive 50 points.  If you complete less than 16 hours, your grade will be the corresponding percentage of 50 points.  For example, 12 hours would yield 37.5 points.

PARTICIPATION  Students are expected to participate in class discussions and activities.  This means answering questions in class, doing exercises on the board, and working with your classmates to solve problems.  Up to 20 points will be awarded for participation.

CALCULATOR  A graphing calculator is strongly recommended for this course, e.g. TI 83 or TI 86.  Calculator/computer use may be regulated on certain exams or quizzes.  Unless notified otherwise, assume you will be able to use your calculators at any time.

HONESTY  Students caught cheating on an exam or quiz will receive a grade of 0 on that exam or quiz and are liable for disciplinary action.
